Flood Relief Funding: 

The Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) has allocated funding through Watersheds United Vermont’s (WUV’s) Clean Water Workforce Capacity Development (CWWCD) Block Grant to support organizations working towards building their clean water capacity with any incurred expenses directly related to the flooding in July 2024 that have not been covered by other sources. DEC and WUV recognize the key role that organizations play in supporting their communities in the aftermath of flood events and that it is challenging for groups to increase clean water work if they have unmet flood response expenses. 

Application due: November 15, 2024

A priority goal through the CWWCD grant is to: Support organizational or community-level flood relief and recovery efforts. WUV has developed a mini subgrant program to help cover retroactive uncovered expenses directly spent on flood relief from the July 2024* flooding. This funding can support:
· Replaced damaged equipment, technology, or tools
· Incurred moving expenses due to loss of workspace
· Previous efforts working with individuals or communities on flood recovery 
· Previous participation in local, regional or statewide forums on flood response or recovery
· Previously organized river clean-up events (cost of trash disposal, dumpsters, and other river clean up supplies)

Organizations can request funds for eligible uncovered costs incurred between July 2024 and September 30, 2024. The total request for Flood Relief Funding cannot exceed $5,000.
Note: this funding is not intended to support large-scale structural debris clean ups that may require heavy equipment or machinery. These types of activities are possibly FEMA-eligible and the Flood Relief funding should not supplant Federal FEMA support or other emergency flood response/recovery sources including insurance.
The Flood Relief funding is meant to cover expenses incurred that are not covered by other grants or available funds. Additionally, if your organization has significant reserves that can be used to cover these costs without impacting organizational capacity, we ask that you consider not applying for Flood Relief funding. 


Flood Response Project Surveys:

DEC is very interested in learning about and collecting data on how projects were impacted by the 2024 flooding events. The Flood Response Project Survey is a standard format of data collection intended to support partners in examining the extent of damages to clean water projects and establishing workload priorities for maintenance, repair, and/or relocation of projects. Images and information are collected using the ArcGIS Survey123 application. The Survey is available for any clean water project type funded by CWIP and does not require you to be a certified verifier or to have completed any trainings to use. 

Goals of Survey: 

1. Assess the extent and location of damages as it informs funding gaps and priorities,
2. Identify high priority areas for future Clean Water Project Verification visits, and
3. Learn which projects did or did not succeed and why (if determinable).

Funding can be used for:

· Completion of Flood Response Survey for  DEC Clean Water Funded projects that your organization has visited and assessed for impact from the summer of 2024 flood. 
· Visits to DEC Clean Water Funded projects that may have been impacted by the Summer 2024 flooding using the DEC Flood Response Survey.

Any Flood Response Surveys should follow the Flood Response Guidance and be submitted through the Flood Response Project Survey Dashboard. 
 
Organizations can request funds to visit sites and complete Flood Response Surveys between July 2024 and June 15, 2025. 

Organizations can be compensated for up to $150 per Flood Response Project Survey and can be compensated for additional costs for future site visits. 

*WUV will open Flood Relief and Flood Response project funding mini grant rounds as needed in the event of future flood events in thru 2026 as funding allows.
